Dr. Shultz Dorothea (woman; jewish/polish (slavist)) – 

- she thinks her real father in her uncle (mother’s brother)
Might be the following in the past:

a. Cohen (because little boy with the same fingers asked her if she remembered him. And in this case the little boy would be the lover of Cohen – Lukarevich (Luccari), Ephrosinia
Dr. Muawia Abu Kabir (was shot; arab; (Hebraist)) –

a. Might be Papas Avram - Brankovich.
Dr. Suk Isailo (was strangled; slav; (Arabist))-

Might be the following in the past:

a. Ateh’s lover (because he woke up with the key from Ateh’s room.  And Virginia Ateh was working at the hotel, and it was the key from her room) – Mokaddasa Al-Safer (was imprisoned in a cage by Kaghan).
b. Masudi Yusuf (watched Brankovich die through the dream of Cohen)

Satans in 1600’s:
